Please be advised that this is an intensive program and the dancers should
arrive in good physical condition. Also, be aware that there is a short
walk to and from class and students should be prepared with the
appropriate shoes.

HOUSING

Students are housed at Savannah College of Art and Design’s residence facility
approximately two city blocks from the Centre. Students walk between the
dorm and the Centre in chaperoned groups at scheduled intervals. The modern
loft-style dorm consists of two bedroom apartments with kitchens, a full bath,
and common living/dining area to be shared by two students. Located at the
corner of 15" Street and Arts Center Way, directly on the grounds of the
Woodruff Arts Center, the dorm rooms are furnished as follows: one large
living/dining room with dining table and two chairs. One kitchen with a built-
in stove-top (no oven), full-size refrigerator, sink, and cabinets. Two bedrooms
furnished with single beds, storage drawers and closets. One full bath, smoke
detectors, sprinkler system and a dead-bolt door lock. Personal computer and
phone hookups are not available in the rooms. Male and female students are
housed on separate floors with Atlanta Ballet Centre parent and student
chaperones on each floor to supervise the resident students. The added
precaution of a 24-hour staffed security desk and security guard patrols ensure
your child’s home away from home is safe and secure. ATM access is
available at Woodruff Arts Center. Email access is available in the library at
the Midtown Centre.

AIRPORT TRANSPORTATION

Upon receipt of the Transportation Form, Atlanta Ballet Centre For Dance Education is
happy to provide transportation to and from Atlanta Hartsfield International Airport for
students who are traveling long distances. We request that flight arrivals are scheduled
between 11 am and 3 pm on the day of check-in and departures are scheduled for mid-
day as this allows time for both students and chaperone drivers to prepare and reach their
destinations in a timely manner. Transportation form will be mailed separately. The cost
for this service is $50 one way or $100 roundtrip.

MEALS

It is suggested that students either bring money to purchase meals or utilize the kitchen in
the dorm suites. Weekly trips to the grocery store as well as excursions to local
restaurants are facilitated by chaperones. Students may also choose to participate in a
meal plan which includes lunch and dinner provided Monday-Friday at an additional cost
(vegetarian meals offered upon request).

DRESS CODE

Female Students

Ballet: Atlanta Ballet uniform leotard with logo - Black camisole style, pink tights, pink
ballet slippers or pointe shoes. Hair must be worn neatly away from the face and, if
sufficiently long, secured in a bun. Skirts are permitted only in pointe class at the
discretion of the pointe instructor. Atlanta Ballet Boutique is the exclusive supplier of
all Atlanta Ballet uniform leotards. The Advanced program leotard may be purchased at
our Midtown location.

Jazz & Modern: Any color leotard and tights, black jazz pants, and jazz shoes. Hair may
be worn in a ponytail.

White tee shirts, black tights, white socks, and white ballet shoes.

WEEKEND & DAILY OFF-HOUR EXCURSIONS

For an additional fee, all summer students residing in Savannah College of Art and
Design and those attending the Summer Program may participate in optional group
activities and trips to a few places of interest in and around Atlanta.

FINAL PERFORMANCE

This five week program culminates in a final showcase at the Midtown Centre on the
final Friday (times are TBA). Friends and family are invited to attend at no charge.
Dorm check-out is on the Friday and Saturday after the last day of classes. Check out
prior to these days requires chaperone advance notification, a final tour of your rooms,



and receipt of your room keys. Keys must be returned to chaperones only (not the
security desk.) Lost key fee is $225.
